Task: 

Based on data you collect, you will analyze your family’s water usage, write observations and make conclusions about water usage. These conclusions will be compared locally and with other parts of the country and the world.

Steps: 

1) Make a prediction about how many gallons of water are used by a person in your family every day.

2) Keep a record of daily water usage for each person in your family for one week.

3) Determine the total weekly water use for each household member.

4) Determine the average daily water use per person per day.

5) Put your results on a class chart.
6) In your group, compare your data and draw conclusions about the group’s water usage.

7) Write a paper with your group conclusions. Include in you paper possible methods for water conservation by your families.

8) Choose a reporter for the group to get up and present the group’s findings.

9) One student will be chosen to make a graph with the entire class’s water results.

10) One person will go online to record the class’s results.
