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Due to the nature of Science and the way we study it, there are certain procedures in place to ensure safety during laboratory exercises. Some things to consider when in the laboratory are as follows: 
1. Be aware of your surroundings. 
2. Keep experiment area clean of food, drink, and personal items.
3. Keep hair away from flammable items. 
4. Wear safety goggles when working with chemicals and flames. 
5. Wear latex gloves when dissecting or using certain equipment. 
6. Read all directions before beginning experiment(s). 
7. Be able to locate all safety equipment in room in case of an emergency. 
8. Know all possible fire exits. 
9. When completing an experiment, discard all used materials in the appropriate and/or designated areas. 
10. Most importantly, LISTEN to your instructor for all directions and specific instructions before, during, and after the lab exercise.
