Laboratory Safety Contract 
Grade 6/ 7 Science 

Before beginning any laboratory exercises, each student must read these rules of the lab. 
Safety is a crucial component to any lab exercise whether simple or complicated. For an experiment to run effectively and accurately, each student must be aware of their surroundings. All participants must fully understand what the purpose of the experiment is for each activity. Therefore, the most effective safety technique is to listen to the instructor and read all the directions of the activity.

1. READ ALL DIRECTIONS BEFORE BEGINNING AN EXPERIMENT!!! 

2. LISTEN TO ALL THE DIRECTIONS FROM THE INSTRUCTOR BEFORE BEGINNING AN EXPERIMENT!!!! 

3. Remember that the laboratory is a place for serious work. Don’t fool around! Acts of carelessness, including those done in jest, endanger the safety of lab participants and are strictly prohibited. 

4. Follow directions given in the experimental procedure section. No deviations will be allowed. Do only the experiments that are assigned or approved by your teacher. Unauthorized experiments are prohibited and may result in disciplinary actions. 

5. Never work alone in the laboratory. The presence of another person in your lab in the event of a serious accident may save your life. You may work in the lab only during supervised times. 

6. Always wear protective safety glasses in the lab. Contact lenses and corrective eyewear can pose additional hazards if not used with safety glasses. 

7. Avoid wearing loose clothing that can accidentally knock over containers or hang down into the burner. Never wear sandals in the lab. Tie back long hair. 

8. If any chemical is spilled, notify the instructor. It should be cleaned up by the teacher immediately. 

9. Never taste a chemical or solution. Food or drinks are strictly prohibited when running an experiment. 

10. Wash your hands after coming into contact with chemicals. Avoid touching your face. Always wash your hands before leaving the lab. 

11. Do not hold your face directly over a container when smelling for an odor. With your hands, fan a little of the gas vapor toward you and cautiously sniff. 

12. Allow ample time for hot glass to cool. Remember hot glass and cool glass look the same. 

13. Set equipment back from the edge of the lab table. If the equipment falls and breaks, get the instructor’s attention to clean it up. Do not try to clean it up yourself. 

14. Read the label of a bottle carefully before removing any of its contents. Make sure you have the right chemical. 
15. Throw away all solids and paper to be discarded into the appropriate containers. Never discard solids in the sink. After discarding liquids in your sink, always flush with water for 60 seconds. 

16. Before leaving the lab area, especially at the end of the period, return your own equipment and clean your area. 

17. Removal of chemicals from the science room is strictly forbidden! 

18. Students will be removed from the lab by the teacher if: 

· Their personal appearance or dress is such that they can cause injury to themselves or others. 

· They are behaving in such a manner that they can cause injury to themselves or others. 

· They are not following the prescribed safety rules for the lab or the particular activity being conducted. 
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
